In some subjects, students are able to develop their investigative and problem solving
skills through experimental activities; however operended investigations are limited. In
other lessons students demonstrate some ability to think critically. There is in general
lack of creativity and "risk taking" in developing learning skills.

Students hae strong work ethics but sometimes lack opportunities to use their initiative.
Enterprise and entrepreneurship skills ammerging however; this is limited to one grade
in the middle phase

Less effective lessons are teacher directed and students are not given the opportunity to
be independent learners and develop their own ideas.

Some students are encouraged to participate in projects which are developing the skilis
innovation. The K&urriculum has the strongest focus so far. In the other phases, the
monitoring, review and promotion of a culture of innovation is less consistent in lessons.

The establishment of selevaluation committees is an innovative approach to continuous
improvement across all areas of the curriculum. Its existence shows a level of commitment
to innovation on the part of school leadership.

Students aregenerally identified on entry or in their early years in most casesStudents
with SEND hee three Individual Educational Plans (IEP's) one in each subject area (English
mathematics, and science) rather than one IEP addressing the barriers to learningifted
